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Art Requirements

It's always our goal to make the printing process as smooth and streamlined as possible. By taking the time to follow
these basic graphic requirements you will allow us to provide you with the quality product you expect and also save
you time and money. Files that require us to make revisions on your half may be subject to additional fees. You will be
notified of any of these needed revisions prior to us correcting them if they may arise.

Proofs:
e We ask that a hard copy proof be sent along with your art. This will help us to determine that all art and fonts
have converted correctly to your proof.

e 2 or more color labels will require us to output a color proof.

e Questions or changes of on proofs need to be taken care of before we go to press. Color changes on press
may result in additional charges.

Fonts:

e All fonts used in your label as well as embedded images need to be included with your file. Converting your text
to paths or outlines is also an option.

e We ask that you do not use font styles when creating your file. Please pick the correct font from your list.
Example: Some software programs allow the user to pick a font such as frutiger light. This is fine until a
typestyle of bold italic is applied to it.

e The ideal number of colors used for text would be one at a 100%. If 3 or more process colors are required we
suggest using a Pantone color at a 100%.

e Try not to use small reverse text and rules. We may have to enlarge or widen depending on the colors being

reversed out of.
Colors:

e Document color mode should be CMYK not RGB.

e Pantone colors should be called out correctly. Our pressmen wouldnt have a clue on how to mix a Rooster Red.
Colors chosen from the Pantone process guide need to stay process. We can however do a custom match on
press for any color as long as we have a sample. Custom matching will however accrue an added expense.

Images:
e Images should be supplied in a separate folder even if they are embedded in the file.
e 300 dpi minimum at actual printing size. If the image is enlarged in the file this will result in a reduction in dpi

as well as quality. As a rule of thumb dpi should be twice the Ipi that the printer is printing.
Example: Your label will be printed at 150 lines per inch then your image should be 300 dots or pixels per inch.

e Drawing a white box to cover up part of an image just wastes time and money. Please crop all images to size used
in layout plus a 1/16" for bleed. An image that takes up 1" x 1" of your label layout should not have a canvas size
of 85" x 11".

e Please delete all unused layers.

Trapping:

e Label Products prefers that you leave the trapping to us. Files that have been trapped by the graphic designer
may result in additional costs.

e When designing a label try to think about colors that need trap. An orange color that needs to be trapped into
a lime green will result in an ugly trap line.
